President’s Report—
Nicole reported that both the School Directory and Volunteer Lists are almost done.

Ways and Means
Vicky reported that approximately 2/3 of the Kidstuff and Enjoy the City books have been returned and they will be following up on the remaining books.  
Spirit Wear sales have been going well.  Friday night, Sept. 23rd, will be the cut-off for orders.  A new item this year is a baseball cap (black cap, red brim, and grey shark) that will be sold for $12.  
Two new rewards programs will begin this year.   Giant A-plus rewards can be done online by parents.   Parents will still be able to earn their own reward/gas points.  Vicky is just waiting to hear back from Giant and then more information will be communicated to parents.
Coke Rewards is the other new program.   Coke caps have codes on them (6-packs have a code inside the box) that are worth points towards school items (such as supplies for the classroom and playground).

Activities would be planned for the kids; however, we would need parents or High School Honor Society or Key Club members to watch the students.   Since the high school clubs don’t begin meeting until after our Open House, we would need to get commitment from these high school students prior to school ending this year for next year’s open house.
Parent/teacher conferences are coming up in November.   Parents with multiple students in the building will be able to schedule their conferences first.   
The district is going through a safety audit.   In the first 2 weeks of school, the children have been through a fire drill, white alert drill, and a red alert drill.
